PRODUCING A VIDEO : AN OVERVIEW
SETTLE ON A TOPIC
Decide what approach to take - what is your inbex?
List what you want to convey.
What are your limitations and possibilities?

Time, access constraints, etc

Use of interview, performance, action.

PLAN THE SHOOT

What do you need to tell the story — Write it dowse a ‘story board’, be specific
Remember to take establishing shots — where ardilyaing, what's around?

Plan to take close, medium and long shots of elgryt

Film actions and reactions

Take the same shot from different angles

(If you can, get the people being filmed to repelat they said or did as required)
Remember to keep continuity of direction when simgpfrom different angles
Use a tripod at all times, or some stabilising devi

Take about 4 seconds more that you need of ea¢h sho

Rarely pan (if ever)

PLAN THE LIGHTING
Check the white balance before shooting. Doe$dhéng change? Remember to check
the white balance again and again.

PLAN THE AUDIO

Record the ambient sound (leave the cap on therednoe use a separate recorder for a con-
tinuous and smooth recording.

Remember to accommodate for wind or other noisesidpm’t want to include.

EDITING

Depending on your editing programme, usually i le®aring on your camera to download
the whole footage on to the editing programme,taed do a rough edit. Leave the clips a
bit long (unless you can easily retrieve a bit mafra clip, as necessary, later.)

Arrange the clips and audio to tell your story

Once the movie is taking shape, develop the voua-0Write it down, rework it, remember
to include interest, emotion. See VIDEO VOICE-OVERS handout.

Record the voice-over. Remember to relax, breakltel water, warm-up, practice.
Equalise the volume, check the flow.

Refine the edit and sound clips. Use sound ta infeat the vision is lacking where possi-
ble. Check that the voice-over reflects your ititen as well as your vision.

ADD MUSIC AS NECESSARY

Music chosen should enhance, not detract, and dlsoglport your intention.
Royalty free music is available through the ViddalkC

TITLES AND END CREDITS

Style should be compatible with the story, andhendcreen long enough to read.
Music source, etc should be acknowledged

Completed video should have 4 seconds of blackretreend.
